Lottery Process
For 2012-2013

The Process—Prior to March 2

1 Applications will be accepted beginning Oct. 1, 2011 through March 2, 2012.

1 Upon receipt of a completed application, parent(s) will be notified of their child’s lottery
number. This lottery number is for identification purposes ONLY. The lottery number does not
guarantee a seat in the class until such time as the lottery is held and that number selected.

The Process—The Lottery, March §

(1 The lottery will take place March 5 in the HCP Large Gym at 6:30 pm. [
During the lottery there will be three pools of lottery numbers
1. Applicants with siblings currently enrolled in HCPHS will be placed in
one container and drawn first;
2. Students residing within the Oklahoma City School District will be
placed in a separate container and drawn second (if a
student has an Open Transfer into the OKCPS district, they are
considered a member of this district);
3. Students residing outside the Oklahoma City School District will be
placed in a third container and drawn third.

(1 Each applicant lottery number will be deposited in the appropriate container. The numbers will
be drawn by a neutral individual. All applications will be drawn and given a numerical ranking
so that a waiting list may be established.

(1 The first 135 numbers called will be sent acceptance letters. The lottery drawing will continue in
order to numerically rank those on the waiting list.

The Process--Enrollment
1 An acceptance letter will be sent to the parent(s)/guardian(s) of all children whose lottery number
has been selected. These acceptance letters will state applicants must schedule and enrollment
date no later than March 30, 2012. If a student does not enroll by March 30 their spot will be
given to the next student on the waiting list.
